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[Abstract] Several Explanations concerning the Application of the Arbitration Law by the Supreme
People’ s Court have given clear interpretations on the following questions; the written form of arbitration a-
greement, arbitrable items, the determination of validity of defective arbitration agreement, the validity of the
arbitration agreement for the successor in cases of changes in the parties to the arbitration or the transfer of
rights and obligations under arbitration agreement, the independence of arbitration agreement, the judicial and
procedural requirements for cases involving disputes on the validity of arbitration agreement, waiver of dissents
on the validity of the arbitration agreement, etc. These judicial explanations have limited the circumstances in
which' arbitration agreement is invalid, regularized the procedure for validity examination on the arbitration a-
greement by the court, while at the same time reflected the latest development in the determination of the va-

lidity of arbitration agreement in China.
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
